Writing: 

Narrative Writing- Stories that have characters, settings, problem and solution. Little Red Riding Hood and the three little pigs are examples of narrative stories. 

Each day we will give you a different task to help build your story. 
· Read the story ‘The Spotty Octopus’   
· Who are the characters?

· Where does the story take place?

· What happens in the story? (Problem)

· What happens at the end of the story? (Solution)  
· Today you are going to create your own characters for your story. It might be a good idea to choose about 3-4 characters. If there are too many characters, it can get quite confusing when trying to read a story. 

· Create 2 main characters today – remember to use adjectives to describe them.

· Use the character planning worksheets to help you.
